The Lord's Supper at St. Paul 
God’s Word teaches the real presence of Christ’s body and blood invisibly in, with 
and under the bread and wine for the forgiveness of sins. We take seriously the 
spiritual care of those who commune at our altar. It is important that every partaker 
must be a baptized Christian and come with repentant faith. The Word of God 
states that no one offend against Christ and His Word by denying His true presence 
and its promise and seal of forgiveness. Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s 
body and blood unworthily do so to their great harm (see 1 Cor. 11:27-29), and 
because Holy Communion is a confession of what is taught and believed at this altar 
(1 Cor. 11:26), any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession 
(beliefs) differing from that of this congregation (that is, belong to another church 
body or denomination) and yet desire to receive the sacrament, should first speak 
with the pastor before communing. As a courtesy, guests from sister congregations 
of the LCMS or from congregations of the American Association of Lutheran 
Churches (AALC) are also asked to introduce themselves to the pastor before 
communing.  
 

As We Gather 
Those who followed Jesus from Galilee to Jerusalem had 
hopes and fears, but their experience was within what 
they expected. So, Isaiah’s prophecy, which we shall 
hear again today, was one of those things that didn’t 
seem to apply, for it was too much of a change to take 
seriously. And the news from the angel at the tomb went 
far beyond that! Life after death challenged every 
understanding so directly that the women were startled 
into fear-driven silence—at least for a time. That very day others would hear the 
news and soon many would see Jesus Himself, as Paul tells us in the Epistle. 
Today is a day to embark on a life based on the startling new reality that death is 
not the final word for anyone with faith in Christ. How then shall we live before 
we see Him ourselves?
