This is a surprise because we have heard nothing but glowing 
reports of higher enrollment and new programs offered.  In an effort to give 
the leadership extra time before selling property, the Michigan District has 
proposed an emergency fund-raising effort of $5 Million to keep the 
Concordia Ann Arbor open until a better solution could be reached.
